APPROVAL OF THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT.

4 UTILITY VENT PIPES, METER SERVICE POINTS AND ANY OTHER ABOVE—GROUND FACILITIES SHALL BE
INSTALLED IN THE UNPAVED PARKWAY OR AT THE BACK OF SIDEWALK.
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
