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VENTS

Attic, roof, foundation, and soffit vents are designed to remove moisture and condensation during cooler
months and excess heat in warmer months.

e Vents can be entrances for burning embers. Once inside, embers can ignite
construction materials and other flammable items, allowing a wildfire to
enter the attic or crawl spaces long before the flames ever reach your home.

e Covering vents with 1/8-inch metal mesh screens or replacing them with

Ember resistant vents that are listed by the State Fire Marshal can be found
in the Wildland Urban Interface Products Handbook.

e Note that most homes are built using 1/4-inch screens, which prevent birds
and rodents from entering through vent openings. Unfortunately, that size
screen allows burning embers to pass through and spread fire to the inside
of the home.

e Covering vents with 1/8-inch to 1/16-inch non-combustible, corrosion-
resistant metal mesh screens offers the best wildfire protection, while still
